History

Founded in 1873, spca cincinnati
has a long history of service to the
Greater Cincinnati community.
Originally founded as the Ohio
Humane Society, it was the first
organization of its kind in Ohio.
In 1907, the name was changed to
The Hamilton County Society for
the Prevention of Cruelty to Ani-
mals, which was headquartered in
downtown Cincinnati. The head-
quarters moved to Colerain Ave-
nue in Northside in the 1930s, and
the current building was con-
structed in 1964. Thanks to the
generosity of the community, spca
cincinnati built the Sharonville
Humane Center in 2008, and re-
ceived Simmonds Farm as a dona-

tion in 2009.

Cincinnati Panorama

The Cincinnati Panorama book by Thomas R. Schiff is currently available for pur-
chase. This book features 100 color panoramic photographs of the Greater Cincin-
nati region. It also has essays by well-known Cincinnatians such as Thom Brenna-
man. Cincinnati Panorama captures our beautiful city as we know it today.

100% of the proceeds from
the sale of his Cincinnati Panorama books will benefit spca cincinnati. These
funds will improve the lives of homeless, neglected or abandoned animals in our
communities.

Asilomar Accords

ing the goal of achieving a 90% live release rate. This would be a significant achieve-
ment which would allow us to be designated a no-kill organization. We need every-
one employed by the Spca to participate in this initiative on a daily basis by simply
putting a smile on your face and giving a little extra effort in your daily tasks.

As a key component of becoming a no-kill organization we will be adopting the Asi-
lomar Accords. By using the standards set by the Asilomar Accords it will help the
Spca get closer to its goals. We will discuss the Asilomar Accords in greater detail at
future team meetings.

In order to implement everything | just talked about we will need to start with an
accurate number of animals in our Pet Point system. To do that we will need to do
a physical inventory of animals in our care. We will be closing for two days the first
week of December for that purpose. We will let everyone know those dates soon.
