Mindful communication happens when you are truly present in the moment. It involves entering a convo. 

with curiosity, kindness & compassion. You listen to your conversational partner w/an open, nonjudgmental 

heart. You speak with intention, emotional intelligence, and honesty, and w/o harsh language or gossip -

driven speech. 

Challenges of Mindful Communication 

Here are just a few things that make mindful communication difficult: 

• Coming to a conversation with a predetermined outcome in mind 

• Hearing what you expect to hear rather than what is actually being said 

• Having difficulty expressing emotions 

• Lacking attention skills 

• Wanting to get your own thoughts or position expressed first, instead of listening to the other person
